This year’s seminar rejoins the two events into one 
seminar, offering the perfect opportunity for you to learn all about 
TMRS’ plan provisions, administration, and topical issues affect-
ing TMRS cities. 

In addition to the administrative training and the funding/fi-
nance sessions, we are delighted to include two well-known 
economic experts, financial soothsayer A. Gary Shilling, and 
co-director of the Center for Economic and Policy Research, 
Dean Baker.

A. Gary Shilling is a well-known financial analyst and commen-
tator who appears regularly in such publications as Forbes, the 
New York Times, and the Wall Street Journal. He is president of 
A. Gary Shilling & Co., Inc. and editor of A. Gary Shilling’s Insight. 

Dean Baker is co-founder of the Center for Economic and Policy 
Research, and has served as a senior economist at the Economic 
Policy Institute. Since 1996, Baker has authored Beat The Press, 
a weekly online commentary on economic reporting. His recent 
paper, “The Origin and Severity of the Public Pension Crisis,” has 
been cited in numerous articles and discussions in the media.

After the Sunday evening reception in the Hyatt’s Foothills  
Ballroom, with its gorgeous view of Austin, the first full class day 
will start Monday at 8:30 a.m. (see the enclosed schedule for ses-
sion titles). Monday evening, we will leave in buses from the Hyatt 
to enjoy dinner and self-guided tours of the Bob Bullock Texas 
State History Museum. On Tuesday, August 14, the seminar will 
offer three more training sessions and will conclude at 11:15 a.m.

As in past seminars, the City Services Suite will provide oppor-
tunities for one-on-one counseling and information about your 
city’s plan features and rates. 

The cost for registration is $125, which covers speakers and pre-
sentations, Sunday evening reception, Monday dinner party at 
the Bob Bullock Museum, breakfast both days, lunch on Monday, 
and snacks.
